Jennifer Kes Remington is not a filmmaker by trade.  She is a composer for film and TV, located in Los Angeles.  Inspired by the people living alongside her in the dilapidated conditions of their apartment complex in the early 2000's, Jen started to document their struggles in Hollywood and lo and behold, a documentary was born!  "I really think that my experience as a composer in the post-production stage of the projects I've done has completely helped me in putting together this movie.  The music is a big part of it, especially since many of the characters are musicians.  I think the music may have come before the picture in many cases while I was editing, helping the flow of the film and giving it a different feel than if I had started out a director."  


Along with having been trained as a classical pianist since the age of 7, Jennifer adds alto saxophone, guitar and voice to her musical repertoire.  She attended the prestigious Eastman School of Music in Rochester, NY, and worked for a short stint as an afternoon radio deejay there as before attending the University of Michigan's Music School in Ann Arbor.  She moved to Hollywood in 2000.  During her first few years in LA she worked as an intern at Silver Pictures, ASCAP and as an assistant for various established composers, and was able to hone her musical skills.  Her numerous and diverse  musical projects include the TV series “The Fosters Home for Imaginary Friends”, “The Powerpuff Girls”, additional music on film “Scary Movie 4” and  music for many short films, commercials, and the full-length feature, “Socket”.  She got bitten by the directing bug while working on "Hollywood, 90038" and is in the early stages of her next social/political documentary with her Monterey-based photographer sister, Sara.
